    You must include the sources that you are using in parentheses  

***It must be observed and graded by Mrs. Leyendecker in order to proceed. 
I have included spaces for your:

1)  working title – This may change by the time you complete your paper.

2)  thesis statement – this sentence should be a statement, not a question, of what you intend to prove in your 
paper.  This statement should attempt to answer your how/why question you posed prior to researching.  You may need to revise the thesis statement several times during the course of writing the paper.  
3)  the three major points (or more) you plan to make in your research paper.  Each of these major points 

     should support the thesis statement.

4)  topic sentences – one for each of your three major points

5)  two details, pieces of information, or evidence from your notes with the sources listed (in parentheses) for   

     each of your major points. You will want to continue to provide more as you draft to effectively support 

     your points.
6)  concluding sentence and lead-in for the next paragraph – one for each paragraph. These sentences should 
     remind you how you should consistently be communicating to your readers why you’re telling them what  

     you’re telling them.
7)  conclusion for your research paper – You should sum up the different angles presented and then critically evaluate what you understand now and the connections you have created. You must also examine the implications made before finishing with a lead out.
